As you would be aware, the Department of International Cooperation (DIC),
Ministry for Planning and Investment (MPI) is the principal Government agency
responsible for the aid effectiveness agenda in the Laoc PDR,

Central to this agenda is the Round Table Process (RTP) and the subsequent yearly
Round Table Implementation Meetings which serve as the primary platform for
substantive dialogue between the Government of the Lao PDR (GolL) and its
Development Partners (DPs) on key development issues. Within the framework of the
Vientiane Declaration and the RTP is a common willingness to strengthen partnerships
and mutual accountability, improve aid coordination, management and impact.

In preparation for the 2010 Round Table Meeting (RTM) and 7" National Social
Economic Development Plan (NSEDP), the DIC is implementing a number of important
initiatives, including the development of the first DIC Development Partner Profile (DPP)
and the 2008-2009 Foreign Aid Implementation Report (FAIR).

The aim of the FAIR is to provide the Government of the Lao PDR (GolL), DPs,
stakeholders and the people of Lac with a report and tool that will enable them to better
plan, monitor and mobilise resources in support of the Lao National Social Economic
Development Plan (NSEDP):

A FAIR with validated data and accurate analysis will ensure that the GolL and its
DPs have improved access to more accurate and predictable Official Development
Assistance (ODA) information; and it will also enable the increased integration of ODA in
national planning and budgeting and should directly facilitate improved coordination,
harmonization and monitoring of activities.

As announced at the 2009 Round Table Implementation Meeting (RTIM) in
November the draft FAIR 2006-08 is available on the RTM website (www.rtm.org.la),
comments and suggestions are welcome on this draft report, which does not include fully
validated data as the information was not available during the development of the FAIR.,
